
The Klaus Grohe Foundation, administered by the Gesellschaft Deutscher Chemiker (GDCh, 
German Chemical Society), awards the Klaus Grohe Prize to outstanding young scientists 
(post graduate students and postdoctoral researchers up to three years after having  
completed the doctorate) working in the field of medicinal chemistry and drug research  
at research institutes in Germany or other European countries.

In general, the prize winners should have some connection to medicinal chemistry/drug
research in Germany.

Two prizes, each endowed with € 2000, will be awarded in Bonn during the international 
symposium „Frontiers in Medicinal Chemistry“ from March 13 until March 16, 2016.  
The prize winners will give a lecture on their scientific work.

Proposals should consist of a letter in support of the nomination (self-nominations are
welcome), a curriculum vitae, and a list of publications.
